  S/V Whisper next steps. Action: The Board agreed that asking the State to deem the vessel abandoned and derelict is appropriate and Amanda will connect with legal counsel to discuss available funding options.
New Business:
  Cemetery contract for signature. Action: On motion, the Board voted to sign the 23-24 contract with Jordan Wilcoxson.
  Review and approval of amendment to Internal Control Policy. Action: On motion, the Board voted to approve the additional language regarding motor vehicle registrations and to sign the amended policy. 
  Review of GVFD purchasing policy. Action: The Board held a vigorous and circular discussion regarding the policy and after reviewing several points made no changes. 
Town Meeting 2023:
  Draft budget (not to discuss)– this is the document the FAC and Mary have drafted in response to your questions/comments/concerns – at the meeting on 4/25 they will present a final version for your review. This allows for one more meeting to make additional changes before the official presentation at the May 17th budget hearing. The intention is for the agenda for the 4/25 meeting to be strictly budget and any items that absolutely cannot wait until the first meeting of May.
  Hearing formats / Town Meeting format / Moderator…discussion and decisions… Action: The Board chose to have Town Meeting in the school gym. Amanda will discuss with Nina and contact John Cunningham regarding moderating. 
Added: Mr. Collins – Shellfish Ordinance – Mr. Collins presented proposed ordinance language amendments for the Shellfish Committee which would allow the committee to approve alternate conservation activities due to a non-medical hardship. After review and discussion, Ms. Tudor made the motion to send the amendments directly to the ordinance hearing. Motion seconded by Mr. Collins and approved 3-0.
Added: Mr. Donaldson – Solar Ordinance – Mr. Donaldson suggested that the Planning Board be afforded the opportunity to adjust the ordinance height restrictions for residential solar arrays after a recent application was denied due to height. Ms. Tudor agreed that if the Planning Board can gather information and justify that an increased height is adequate, legally, then the information should be brought to the Board for consideration.
