BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

Approved Minutes for Tuesday, March 26, 2024 at 6:00 pm   
Messrs. Collins and Donaldson were in attendance, as was Ms. Tudor. The Town Administrator was present, as was the Town Finance Director. There were ten members of the public in attendance at the start of the meeting. 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Collins at 6:02pm.
Several members of the public provided Public Comment: 
· Susie Wren spoke in support of the Solid Waste Management Committee’s Ordinance Revisions. 
· Miles Epstein spoke in support of the Solid Waste Management Committee’s Ordinance Revisions.
· David Polito, Co Chair of the Solid Waste Management Committee, spoke in support of the Solid Waste Management Committee’s Ordinance Revisions and noted that the changes proposed were in line with alleviating Select Board concerns. 
· Stephen Mace, Chair of the Town Owned Property Management Board, spoke to request a Special Meeting between his Board and the Select Board to go over Wharf Damages. 
· Emily Herman spoke in support of the Solid Waste Management Committee’s Ordinance Revisions.
· Aria Eee spoke in support of the Solid Waste Management Committee’s Ordinance Revisions, noting her belief that the language reflected a compromise. 
· Mike McDiarmind spoke in support of the Solid Waste Management Committee’s Ordinance Revisions.
· Bob Gravino spoke in support of the work put in by the Solid Waste Management Committee.
There were no items added to agenda.  
The Board had one scheduled appointment to meet with the Financial Advisory Committee to discuss the  Draft Budget.
Minutes:  
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to approve the minutes of February 27th Meeting.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to approve the minutes of March 12th Meeting.
Review:
· The Board was provided with an Updated Draft of the Changes to Solid Waste Management Ordinance for their review. For that discussion, see New Business, Ordinances Dispositions.
· The Board was provided with the February Hauling Numbers for their review.
Assessing items: 
· It was noted by the Town Administrator that the James’ Application for Working Waterfront Land Classification was still with the Assessing Agent. 
· On a motion from Mr. Donaldson, seconded by Ms. Tudor, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to approve the application for Veteran’s Exemption received from David Harrison to be effective April 1, 2024.
· Janice Belmonte applied for a building valuation abatement due to storm damages. The Assessing Agent advised that these damages occurred after April 1, 2023 and would not be eligible for an abatement. On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to deny the Abatement Application from Janice Belmonte for Building Valuation.

Committee Updates:
· The February Meeting Minutes of the Conservation Commission were acknowledged. 
· There were no new committee members for appointment. 
· Liaison Updates: 
· Mr. Collins reported that conversations were ongoing with the Sheepscot Island Company regarding MacMahan Island. 

· Mr. Donaldson reported that draft ordinance changes had been sent off to Town Counsel for legal review. 
· As her committees had already met, Ms. Tudor had no committee update to provide. 
There were no additional Board Member Updates. 
Old Business: 
· Ordinances Dispositions - On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was then voted 2-0, with Mr. Donaldson opposed, to send the draft changes to the Solid Waste Management Ordinance to Legal Counsel for review. This vote followed a lengthy discussion amongst the Board.
· ARPA Update – The Town Administrator briefly informed the Board of some new information received from MMA regarding ARPA dedications. This information had clarified previous information provided to the Board. 
· Follow Up re: Dumpsters / Assistance from Maine Coast Fishermen’s Association – The Town Administrator informed the Board on the progress of his conversations with the Maine Coast Fishermen’s Association and noted the information needed to proceed. On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to authorize the Town Administrator to finalize the necessary agreements to requisition the free dumpster for storm cleanup. 
New Business:
· (see scheduled appointments) Meeting with the Financial Advisory Committee to discuss Draft Budget – Robert “Bob” Trabona, Chair of the FAC, went over his committee’s work on a draft budget for the 2024-25 year. It was noted that there were several areas that were still being determined – including Wharf Repairs, the cemetery budget, the School Budget, and personnel items. 
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to appoint Michael Field at Alternate Code Enforcement Officer.
· MCOG Climate Resiliency Grant – The Town Administrator informed the Board of a grant that the MidCoast Council of Governments was working on identify vulnerable working waterfronts, to highlight those that serve both public and commercial users, and review how towns have prioritized their upgrades and plan to fund them. It was noted that this grant, if approved, could help provide a road map for the Town to use in future budget years or for grant applications. 
There were no items for signature. 
There were two items of public comment prior to the close of the meeting:
· Alison Freeman offered some clarifying comments on the Ordinance and expressed a willingness to meet with any Board member to discuss the changes. 
· Chris Martin, Superintendent of the Sheepscot Island Company, offered that he had spoken with Dave Polito regarding his concerns with the Solid Waste Management Committee’s draft ordinance changes and now felt that the proposed language would not impact the association’s ability to utilize the Transfer Station.
There was no Executive Session needed. 
Having transacted all business before it, the Board stood adjourned at 7:33pm.
