



BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

Approved Minutes for Tuesday, May 14, 2024
The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm by Chairman Collins  
The Board immediately voted on a motion from Mr. Collins, seconded by Ms. Tudor, and voted unanimously (3-0) to enter Executive Session pursuant to 1 MRSA Section 405 Subsection 6 subsection C regarding acquisition of real property. At the conclusion of the Executive Session, there were two members of the Board remaining.

· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously (2-0) to table the Minutes of the April 23rd Meeting.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously (2-0) to accept the Minutes of the April 25th Emergency Meeting.

Old Business: 
· The Town Administrator provided a brief APRA Update and shared his findings on some relatively affordable ways to retrofit the Conference Room with better tech for Hybrid Meetings. The Board noted these findings, and would address its plans for the remaining ARPA funds at a later meeting.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, the Board voted unanimously (2-0) to formally cancel the June 11th Select Board Meeting and to schedule a second meeting, following the results of Town Meeting, for June 18th. 
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously (2-0) to retroactively approve the appointment of Ballot Clerks for May 1, 2024 through May 1, 2026.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously to incorporate suggested changes from the Planning Board Chairman and move the Ordinances reviewed at Public Hearing to Town Meeting.
New Business:
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously (1-0) with one abstention (Mr. Collins) to select the Town of Athens’ high bid for the Squad Truck. Mr. Collins abstained from the vote due to Maine Moss having submitted a bid.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously (2-0) to approve the request from Georgetown Community Center and lower their proposed 2024-25 Budget Allotment by $2,000.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously to invite Jon Cunningham, Esquire, to serve as Moderator for the Annual Town Meeting.
