· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, the Board voted unanimously (3-0) to send said Warrant to Counsel for review, with return date to be no later than 6/3/2024.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, the Board voted unanimously (3-0) to direct the Town Administrator to apply for the Working Waterfront Resiliency Grant Program.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, the Board voted unanimously (3-0) to appoint Michael McDiarmid as Assistant Emergency Management Director.
· On a motion from Mr. Collins, seconded by Mr. Donaldson, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to approve the 2024-25 mowing contract for Cemeteries with Jordan Wilcoxson.
