
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

Minutes for Tuesday, August 6, 2024
Mr. Collins was in attendance, as were Ms. Tudor and Ms. Eee. The Town Administrator was also in attendance, as were the Finance Director and Transfer Station Manager. 

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Collins at 7:02pm. 
The was no public comment.
While there were no items added to agenda, it was noted by Ms. Eee that the Recreation Committee would be requesting a new email address. The Town Administrator responded that the Town Office would assist the Committee in setting up the account.
There was one scheduled appointment. At 7:15pm a Public Hearing on renewal application for a malt, spirituous, and vinous liquor license (Class I-A Hotel) for Acclaim Hospitality, LLC (DBA Grey Havens Inn, 96 Seguinland Road) was opened. Seeing no public comment, the Chairman closed the hearing at 7:19pm. Action on this item can be found under New Business. 
On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the July 23rd Meeting.
The Board was provided with an update building permit listing (electronically) for review.
It was noted that the pickup work for assessing is now underway.

There was no other correspondence.
For continuing items it was noted that the Town had been informed that the Maine Waste Discharge License for the Vicky Hunt Revocable Trust was renewed. The notice for this would be formally placed on the next Agenda.
The following Committee Updates were provided:

· The Board was provided with the June minutes of the TOPMB.
· There were no membership items. 
· Members of the Board gave the following Liaison Updates: 
· Mr. Collins noted that he would be attending the Planning Board.

· Ms. Tudor noted that there were test security cameras installed at the Transfer Station. She further reported that the Conservation Commission was nearing completion of having the Ipcar Preserve surveyed. John Wood was the surveyor. Lastly, Ms. Tudor informed the Board of the work stakeholders had put in relative to the Energy Audit ahead of a planned Community Presentation on August 20th. 
· Ms. Eee reported that the Recreation Committee was continuing its work planning the Fall Frolic and Art Show. It was noted that both of those events would be on the East Beach of Reid State Park on September 14th and that all Georgetown residents would be able to attend – provided they have a ticket. Ms. Eee further reported that the Recreation Committee would be working with the Town Office to set up a new email account. Ms. Eee also noted that the Seguinland Institute would be having a book discussion on September 8th – with more information available on their website. Ms. Eee shared that the School Committee would be holding a hybrid meeting on August 14 and that the Working Leage would be holding their “Bids & Bites” event at the Community Center on August 10th.
The Town Administrator gave a brief update. Mr. Washburn noted that our meeting “OWL” had been purchased with ARPA funds to improve the conduciveness of hybrid meetings. He was hopeful the setup would be finalized prior to the next Select Board Meeting. He further noted that he would be working to train committee Chairs on the use of said technology. The Administrator shared with the Board that City of Bath’s Animal Control Officer had responded twice to calls in Georgetown. He also shared that he was actively engaging with FEMA, with the EMA Director, relative to the January ’24 storm damages. Lastly, Mr. Washburn shared that two of the three streetlight changes (Bay Point terminus and Old Schoolhouse) were complete and that he would continue a dialogue with Central Maine Power relative to the streetlight on Robinhood Road. 
The Finance Director gave a brief update, noting that the General Assistance Budget had been exceeded in the fiscal year’s first month. Ms. McDonald shared that the issue was something that should be addressed at a future Special Town Meeting. She further reported that the ’23 Audit was in its final stages, something the Board could expect to receive in the following weeks.
There was no old business.
New Business:
· On a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Ms. Tudor, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to approve an application for a malt, spirituous, and vinous liquor license (Class I-A Hotel) for Acclaim Hospitality, LLC (DBA Grey Havens Inn, 96 Seguinland Road).
· On a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Ms. Tudor, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to approve an application for a Qualified Caterer with Self Sponsored Events license for Robinhood Ventures, LTD (DBA Robinhood Free Meetinghouse, 210 Robinhood Road).
· Alison Freeman, Co-Chair of the Solid Waste Management Committee updated the Board regarding the placement of security cameras at the Transfer Station. Station Manager Coombs was present as well. There was a Board discussion on what to do once a trespasser was identified. The response determined was dependent on the severity of the infraction. On a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Ms. Tudor, it was then voted unanimously (3-0) to approve the placement of security cameras at the Transfer Station. There was an expectation set that should the Solid Waste Management Committee would report back on future needs relative to this.
The following items were available for signature: 
· Liquor License (Class I-A Hotel) for Acclaim Hospitality, LLC 
· Qualified Caterer with Self Sponsored Events liquor license for Robinhood Ventures, LTD 
It was noted in a “digital” public comment from Robert Trabona that “the Solid Waste Management Committee has a $2,000 contingency item in their budget.” There was no further public comment. 
Pursuant to 1 M.R.S. Section 405(6)(C), Mr. Collins moved to enter an Executive Session regarding the Acquisition of Real Property or Economic Development. Ms. Eee seconded and the vote was unanimous (3-0).
