I          Call to order at 6:34 PM

III        Review and approve minutes from September 9, 2024 meeting with amendment: Approved

IV        Public Comment: No public present

V.       Old Business
A. Coastal Clean Up Plan: Saturday, Sept 21 from 9:30 AM to 12:30 PM. Several CC members were at the Transfer Station to help. Only 4 participants and 1 the day after. Some folks said they have been cleaning up all season with the big storms. FORSP have been cleaning up Reid all summer/fall. Others didn’t seem interested. It was disappointing. Could CC do programs at transfer station? Perhaps could do it earlier. Perhaps something summer families could do. CC should revisit this in early 2025.
B. NOAA Disaster Preparedness team will do a storm readiness presentation. Date is Nov 13, 2024 at 7 pm on Zoom. KELT will be a joint sponsor. Posters. Jessica put it in Tide. Suggestions to add info on recent types of storms and power outages and road closures.
C. Ipcar Reserve Survey: John Wood will do a map of the trails. Kathy talked to Carrot Signs about Round the Cove trail signs. They have the template and only need to change the names. Cost will be ~$300 for name signs and $50 for map layout. CC approved.  
D. CC website: Jessica took over the payment. Jessica and Ruth will brainstorm sometime later
E. GCC Playground Area: The playground is finished. GCC did not think they needed consultation from the CC. Jessica will draft an MOU about liability, maintenance, safety, tree cutting, etc. 
F. The CC voted unanimously to create an application that groups (including town committees) would need to submit when they want to use town property that is under management of the CC. The CC would review the application for liability, safety, maintenance etc and make a recommendation regarding approval to the selectboard. The CC will bring this process recommendation and application to the Select Board for its approval. The TOPMB has a similar process. Cheryl will draft the application for CC to review at its next meeting. 
G. Renewal for Community Resilience Partnership was approved.


VI.      New Business

Arrowsic has reached out about a groundwater resilience joint proposal. Jodie Jones of Arrowsic talked to Ruth. Groundwater available and wells was their top topics in their climate action process. They are interested in well location and which ones work and those that do not. They are interested in what consulting firms do this. Nancy can talk to them about it and Ruth hopes to join in on that discussion. Cheryl wants to make sure that we are in line with the Community Action List when brainstorming for this grant so that we align with the Community Resilience Partnership. Ruth said it is nice that we have a prior well study to use as a baseline and we will need to explore what pieces of the water study would make sense for both islands and what makes sense for the individual communities. Westport Island did a well study with their CRP grant, so we should be able to make a grant work. Kathy brought up the point that we need to get Select Board approval to explore this grant collaboration with Arrowsic around water quality and water resources and made a motion to do so. This motion was seconded and approved. Jessica will attend the Select Board meeting tomorrow night to ask for their support. 



VII.           Updates
 A.  KELT: Ruth has written a press release for the NOAA presentation on November 13th and that will go out 2 weeks prior to the event. She also has the registration information on the KELT website. Water sampling is wrapping up for the year. Ruth will be taking a group of 8th graders from Bath down to Reid State Park in a few weeks for green crab trapping. 
 B.  Friends of Reid State Park Update: The group had its first annual meeting at the end of September and had a great turn out. The Membership Drive continues.
