Call to order:			
Chairman Bob Trabona called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Applications: 

Joanna/Jed Koller (R6/7). Applicant: Joanna/Jed Koller. Application for an addition to principal structure located at 382 Bay Point Road. Jed explained they would like to add a mudroom to the east side of the house. They started on the project without a permit due to the fact that they are building themselves and had an offer of assistance therefore, decided to begin immediately. This application should indicate “improved” not new structure. Jed approved Bob T making the correction. Jed indicated there will be stairs. He modified the plan to include a sketch of the location of the stairs. Jed added the distance from the structure to the rear lot lines to the plan. The permit fee will be doubled because the project was started without a permit. Terry motioned the application for R6/7 is complete. Bob A. seconded. After no additional discussion the motion passed 5-0. Terry motioned to approve the application for R6/7 and to grant permit number 24/17. Bob A. seconded. After no additional discussion the motion passed 5-0.
Samuel Crosby (R11/5) Applicant: Samuel Crosby. Application for replacement of boathouse located at 79 Moore’s Turnpike. Sam reported he is replacing a wharf and dock that was knocked down in the storm. The intended future use is a lobster hatchery. It has previously been a residence. Sam acknowledged it can no longer be used as such. Sam explained water must be pumped to the tanks, circulated through, and gravity fed back out, therefore, it is not convenient to move the structure 25’ back from the water. Sam plans to rebuild the structure 2 feet higher than the previous under the permit by rule. It was noted the drawing provided of the structure is bigger than what was originally there according to Google Earth. According to the ordinance - it cannot be made larger. The lot number on the application should be 5I. The size of the lot is discrepant from the tax records. It should be 5.3 acres. The application should indicate what is being built - a wharf//building. It currently says different things on different documents submitted. A plot plan is needed that shows the entire plot and what is on it including the septic system, well, and all the buildings. Sam reported there will not be sanitary facilities in the building. Terry motioned to table the application for R11/5I pending the receipt of requested information and a site visit by the planning board. Bob A. seconded. After no additional discussion the motion passed 5-0. The board determined a site visit would be appropriate. This was scheduled for 8/26/24 at 10:30.
Edward Kaye/Alyssa Lebel (U11/18). Applicant: Brian Solvensen. Application for replacement of a boathouse located at 22 Davis Landing Road. Terry recused himself from this application. Brian explained the permit is to replace a boat house which was the structure’s original purpose. It was converted at one point from a cottage to a boat house. Previous owners had a kitchen/bedroom/loft in it. There was discussion about various plans considered, one being to move the structure back, another to replace it at its previous location. It was determined the structure will be moved back from the water to the greatest practical extent. The structure will be a storage building/shed and not a boat house. It might have a deck in front of it.  Approximate size is 24’x19’. A revised plan with the proposed structure and location is needed. Bob A. motioned to table the application for U11/18 pending information requested. Bob A. seconded. After no additional discussion the motion passed 4-0.
